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The Russians Are Coming! The Russians are coming!

              No, not the Russian Army, but some of their hardware has hit the country. If you ever thought about owning a high 
power, military type rifle, now is the time to look closely at the recent imports of Mosin-Nagant rifles.  
 
This series of rifles started in Tsarist Russia in 1892 and served the Soviet Union, Finland and the Eastern Bloc Countries well 
into the 1960’s. It is a bolt action, five round repeater which uses the Russian 7.62x54 cartridge. (About 30 caliber).   
 
They defiantly have a Slavic look to them from their thick butts to the ungainly exposed magazine, but wait till you shoot them! 
They function great, are quite accurate, and will cycle under the absolute worse conditions. These guns were built to shoot re-
liably from the trenches of the German Front to the Finnish Tundra. 
 
The ones being imported at this time were made in the forties, and are absolutely beautiful, after being stored carefully for over 
sixty years. Most run from very good to excellent condition with minty bores. A great shooter as is, or there are a number of 
companies with sporter conversion stocks. Mosin-Nagants would make a great deer rifle.
