Good News for NY Goose Hunters

TOO MANY SNOW GEESE MEANS MORE HUNTING OPPORTUNITIES

The Department of Envi-
ronmental Conservation
has announced that hunt-
ers will have an entirely
new, and generous, snow
goose hunting season. It
will begin on March 11,
and will continue non-
stop until April 15. The
current snow goose sea-
son ends March 10.

Bag limits are also
generous. Each hunter
can take 15 geese per
day, and the possession
limit, the number of total
birds any person is al-
lowed to possess at any
one time, has been sus-
pended entirely. Thatis
a shadow of the old mar-
ket gunning years.

Why is this happen-
ing? There are just too
many of these birds for
the habitat to sustain. In
the 1960's there was an
estimated population of
50,000 snows in the en-
tire Eastern flyway. To-
day the flyway population
estimates exceed one
million "light" or "white"
geese, other terms ap-

plied to these light-
colored geese.

In order to prevent a
catastrophic event of
starvation and habitat
destruction, something
must be done now. Sport
hunting offers the best
available alternative. And
greatly increasing the
daily bag limits, combined
with a relaxation of cer-
tain other important regu-
lations, is the best way to
encourage hunters to
take as many of these
birds here in New York as
they possibly can.

The original problem
observed by biologists
was the degradation of
the fragile far-

northern tundra where
these geese breed and
rear their young. But now
there is extensive docu-
mentation of similar habi-
tat destruction on their
wintering grounds, the
equally fragile salt
marshes along the East
Coast.

In the past all migratory
game bird hunting had to
end no later then March 10,
one of the tenets of an inter-
national treaty. But last fall
the regulations were
changed to encourage an
increased harvest for control
purposes.

Most of the white geese
along the East Coast migrate
through NY on their way
north. The largest majority
will pass through between
March 1 and April 15. If the
geese stick to established
patterns then the Finger
Lakes will play host to
around 500,000 of these
birds for much of that period,
which means the hunting
potential could not be better
for area hunters.

Under NY regulations,
any person who is a lawful
hunter can hunt these
geese. Every person must
register with the Harvest In-
formation Program ("HIP")
and get a confirmation num-
ber, which is done with one
phone call. They must also
have a valid duck stamp in
possession while hunting.

New Years Day Shoot

As in several years past, CSC hosted a
New Years Day shoot. This year the
weather gave us a nice break for the day.
Over 55 shooters shot the 50 bird sport-
ing clay course and 25 target 5 stand.

Many took advantage of reduced rate
second rounds. A great meal was en-
joyed by all. After all expenses were
paid, the club netted a little over
$900.00 for the days event.
